Hospital Security Shuttle 
 

 
The Hospital provides a shuttle service around the clock.  
The late shuttle departs from the Children’s Hospital entrance beginning  
At 5:30 PM. 
Arriving late?  You can reach them through Hospital Police Divisions 
Dispatch Center at 919-966-3686. A shuttle or Police personal can be 
dispatched to your area.

Point2Point 
 

Employee’s arriving between 10:00 P.M. and 3:00 A.M. can call Point 2 
Point shuttle service by calling 962-7867. Point to Point also has call boxes 
in the Craige Deck and the S11 Bowles Lot for late arrival there; these call 
boxes are pictured below. 
The Point to Point Service will pick up from the Ambulatory Care Center if 
you arrive there late night. 
 

            
 
 
 

 
 
 
  
 
 

 
 
 
 



 
 

Emergency Call Boxes 
 

If you have an emergency and need assistance when arriving in a 
parking deck or parking lot late at night, park near one of the 
emergency call boxes with the blue light mounted on top. These 
are located in the various decks and lots. Pushing the button on the 
box will put you in contact with the dispatcher at UNC Public 
Safety. They will be able to send you assistance. If an emergency 
call box is not available in your area you can reach UNC Campus 
Police by call 919-962-8100. You can reach the Hospital Police by
